Purchase of park land moving forward....

It was 18 months ago, on October 7, 2008, when residents and
friends filled the city council chamber to celebrate their efforts
to raise funds for the purchase of our parklands from Fulton
County by presenting a check to the city for $228,000.

With the check in hand, our city then began the painstaking
process of identifying all of the parcels that made up our parks,
verifying their boundaries, ensuring the titles were clear,
preparing the legal documents for the transfer of the deeds,
and applying to Fulton County for the transfer. The whole
process took far longer than anyone had anticipated.

All along, the city was operating on the hope and prayer that
the Fulton County Commission would honor the resolution it
offered other new cities to purchase its parklands from the
county for $100 an acre. As it turned out, they did, and our
local Commissioner Bill Edwards and Commissioner Lynne Riley
cosponsored a resolution at the March 5 Fulton County
Commission meeting to make it happen.

And on March 17, 2010, Mayor Hayes, Councilman Hattaway,
City Manager Carol Wolfe and a small group of citizens were
thrilled to witness the unanimous passage by the Fulton County
Commission of the resolution which will allow Chattahoochee

The movement to purchase the parkland within the city limits has been underway for almost as long as our city
has existed. Many in the community realized that our parks were an incredible asset, but that our new city

S. Fulton Department Gets Extra Training

CHATTAHOOCHEE HILLS, Ga. (MyFOX ATLANTA) - Chattahoochee Hills police are beefing up training after an
officer was killed in February with an assault rifle during a traffic stop. On Wednesday, some of the
department's officers trained alongside U.S. Marshals at their Atlanta facility.

Chattahoochee Hills is a small department in rural south Fulton County, but the death of a police lieutenant
recently showed them they face big city dangers. Lieutenant Mike Vogt last month was killed when he was
gunned down during a traffic stop.

In the aftermath of the shooting, Chattahoochee Hills officers were invited to train alongside U.S. Marshals,
who often deal with society's most violent fugitives, Chief Damon Jones sent his officers. "Whether you are in
Chattahoochee Hills or one of our larger cities, the same dangers exist," said Officer Matt Rook.

The U.S. Marshals' Atlanta facility is state-of-the-art and the training is intense. The Chattahoochee Hills
officers joined a class including federal agents, state and local police from around the country. The U.S.
Marshals in Atlanta trained more than 600 officers at its facility last year.

Chief Jones said he looked forward to his officers returning to the ranks, which is still in mourning. "It keeps
their mind engaged in their job and that's a good thing," said Chief Jones.

Relief in 2010

The deadline to file for any homestead exemption or a Real Estate Property is April 1, 2010. The forms can be
found on my website under the News tab at http://www.lynneriley.com/.

The following is information regarding the homestead exemptions in Fulton County. For those exemptions
that are income based, you must file those exemptions in person and bring your current income tax return
with you to one of the homestead locations. If you have not filed your 2009 Income Tax Return, then your
2008 Income Tax Return is allowed. The Homestead Forms can be found on my website under the News tab.

A homestead exemptionisareductoy Ay K2YS26ySNDR& LINRLISNI& (lFIES&ad ¢2
for this exemption on or before April 1st. Once granted, this exemption is automatically renewed each year as

long as they continually occupy the home under the same ownership. The home must be your legal residence

for all purposes including the registration of your vehicles and the filing of your income tax. You cannot file for

homestead exemption on rental property, vacant land or on more than one property. In addition to basic

homestead exemption there are additional exemptions for residents age 62 and older and - or disabled and

disabled veterans. You must apply for these exemptions in person. For additional information and

requirements, please contact (404) 612-6440 (press 4).

In addition to the April 1st deadline to apply for a homestead exemption, property owners have until April 1st
to file a Taxpayer Return of Value (TPA) with the Board of Assessors. If you feel that your home or business
real estate is appraised too high in value you may submit a TPA to indicate what you believe is the correct
value.
