Comprehensive Plan Information Session Report and Input Meeting Scheduled for Tues, April 27th

The Comprehensive Plan is divided into three components.  The first (which we are currently in the middle of) 

is the Community Assessment; a compilation of information about the city, including lists of issues and 

opportunities likely to be addressed in the planning process.  The second part is the Community Participation 

Plan that outlines the outreach methods that will be used to ensure that we have the input, involvement, and 

participation of the community when writing the Community Agenda of the Comprehensive Plan. The third 

(and most important) part is the Community Agenda, ǿƘƛŎƘ ƛǎ ǘƘŜ ŎƛǘȅΩǎ Ǉƭŀƴ ŦƻǊ Ƙƻǿ ǘƻ ŀŘŘǊŜǎǎ ŀƭƭ ǘƘŜ ƛǎǎǳŜǎ 

outlined in the Community Assessment and more.  The Community Agenda is the plan for a how the city will 

develop in the future.  It details what steps the city will take to address all of the issues raised in the planning 

process in the context of community values and preferences. 

The first two parts of the Comprehensive Plan, the Community Assessment and Public Participation Program, 

have now been released in draft form for public review.  What we really need now is for the community to 

review the lists of issues and opportunities in the Community Assessment.  The lists are a compilation of 

comments received at five public outreach meetings held around the community in March and April, along 

with professional assessments made by your planning department.  What the city needs to know now is: did 

we miss anything?  Are there other issues that we need to consider?  Other potential problems and 

opportunities that need to be addressed?  We want to hear from you to make sure that nothing gets missed! 

Please plan to attend an important community meeting on Tuesday, April 27th at 6:30 pm at City Hall, where 

we will discuss those very questions.  We will present the current lists of issues and opportunities and give 

you a chance to give your feedback directly to the city planner.   

The initial drafts of the Community Assessment and Community Participation Plan were presented to the 

Mayor and City Council on April 13th.   You can read both documents here:

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Fulton County Schools Update

Fulton county residents soon may get the additional tax some of them have been asking for. It just might not 

bring the parents' desired result of saving a music program.  Superintendent Cindy Loe recommended to the 

school board at its regularly scheduled meeting on Thursday that the millage rate be raised by one mill.  The 

increase, one of several recommendations the superintendent made to shore up the system's 120 million 

budget shortfall, would bring in an additional $28 million in revenue, Loe said. 

On Thursday, the superintendent recommended, among other things, eliminating music programs, cutting 

counseling staff, cutting central office operating costs by 10 percent, requiring all employees to take three 

furlough days, and stopping door-to-door transportation for magnet students. 

School districts across metro Atlanta are facing huge budget deficits. Most have decided so far to take similar 

steps, from trimming staff, to furloughing teachers, cutting community education and increasing class sizes. 

Fulton, which is furthest along in the budget process, is the first to approve cost-cutting items like increasing 

class size, eliminating the summer CRCT retake program and reducing the school calendar from 180 to 177 

days.

The system is proposing a 2011 budget that is about $120 million less than the 2010 budget -- from $857 

million to $737 million. 

In other business, Loe recommended the board reject applications for nearly a half dozen start-up charters, 

including those for Chattahoochee Hills and Young Leaders Collegiate Academy.

Regarding the information on the 3/26/2010 Newsletter on How to Appeal Your Property Valuation, I would 

love to share this experience with all of my neighbors and hopefully spare others from the same fate.  It caught 

me totally off guard.   

Once you send in your letter to Fulton County (prior to 4/1/2010), the assessment appeal letters sent back to 

you by the county can come at any time within the next several months. Regardless, you have only 45 days 

from the date of the letter to further appeal your assessment. It is incumbent upon you to check with the 

county 'constantly' until you receive your letter (write down names and dates of who you talk to and keep that 

information).  In my case, the assessment letter was Ψlost in the mailΩ and finally arrived after the 45 days was 

up.  I had NO right to a further review because the county has NO obligation to do so after the 45 days have 

passed.  If you never even receive the appeal letter back from the county, they have NO obligation to you 

whatsoever.  I will be calling once a week until I receive my assessment appeal letter from the county and I 

strongly urge you to be pro-active.
