New Addition to Public Safety Fleet 
From Chattahoochee Hills Police Chief Damon Jones 
 

The Chattahoochee Hills Fire Department has just added a 

new piece of equipment to its fleet.  Rescue 51 will be going 

into service next week and is going to provide Advanced Life 

Support with some new, very sophisticated equipment.    

The new Rescue vehicle will be equipped with the same life 

saving equipment as an ambulance. The idea behind adding 

this Rescue unit is to decrease response times, conserve fuel 

and reduce maintenance cost to our current fire apparatus, 

as this vehicle will be better equipped to quickly respond to 

the medical emergencies that represent our most common 

fire department calls.  While the unit will generally NOT 

transport people to the hospital (a function that will 

continue to be handled by Rural Metro), it will certainly 

improve our medical response abilities. 

What makes Rescue 51 even more exciting?  It was acquired 

through military surplus at no cost to the city!  We would 

love for you to stop by the fire station and check it out!

The City's Budget 
Information from the Chattahoochee Hills Website 

 
Introduction 
The City is required to approve a balanced budget each year for every governmental fund the City operates.  

The budget is prepared by the City Manager, approved by the City Council, and implemented by the city's staff.  

The goal of the annual budget is to appropriate expenditures for service delivery within the confines of the 

city's revenue anticipation.  During budget preparation, all departments conduct an analysis of services 

offered, personnel levels, programs and capital needs.  This analysis results in recommendations for resources 

allocations and framed within the long-range financial outlook.

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Special Events Permit 
 
A special event permit is required when a business, organization, or individual is scheduling an event that will 

be taking place on City property or right of way. A special event permit is also required if an event is scheduled 

on private property and will significantly impact public health or safety or the peace and quiet of a 

neighborhood due to the number of persons attending the event, use of outdoor music or amplified noise, and 

effect on traffic and parking.

Update on the Recent Fox Attack on Two in Tyrone 
A Community Message has been issued by the Tyrone Police Department, Wednesday May 19, 2010 10:22 AM EDT 

 
We've received a number of inquiries over the last couple of days in reference to the recent fox attack on two 

people at a business off of Palmetto Road. We can confirm this morning that the fox tested positive for rabies -

- you may have already seen that information on the news. 

While attacks on humans like the one this week are rare, it is not uncommon for us to receive at least a few 

calls each spring and summer in reference to wildlife displaying abnormal behavior.  In most cases, these are 

raccoons and our officers Animal Control to remove and euthanize the animals.  Absent an attack, these 

animals are not tested so we have no local data to determine whether these animals are infected with rabies, 

distemper, or other diseases.  However, information provided by the Georgia Division of Public Health 

indicates that an average of 350 animals test positive for rabies each year (Averaged from Data years 2000 - 

2006).  One human tested positive in 2000. 

It's important to remember that our area contains an abundance of green space and woodlands that naturally 

harbor several indigenous species of animals that potentially carry rabies.  Consequently, you should review 

the following documents that provide answers to frequently asked questions about rabies:

When most people think of rabies, they envision aggressive behavior and foaming at the mouth, but the fact is 

that the symptoms of rabies manifest in different ways - foaming at the mouth is a symptom of a specific type 

of rabies called 'paralytic rabies' and only occurs in about 20% of cases. The foaming occurs from constant 

salivating due to paralysis in the jaw muscles. Another myth is that seeing a normally nocturnal animal such as 

a fox or raccoon during the day may be a sure sign of infection, but this is simply not true. One fact most 

people are not aware of is that, due to their low body temperature, opossums are extremely resistant to 

rabies. Hissing, drooling, and shaking are normal forms of defense for these mammals.   

Rabid animals may stagger, appear restless, be aggressive, have difficulty walking, seem overly friendly, or 

appear to be choking. If you encounter wildlife on your property displaying any type of abnormal behavior, 

leave the area and call 911 immediately. DO NOT encounter these animals on your own!

Vintage Plate Collodion for the Contemporary Photographer

Todd Vinson leads this intensive hands-on workshop to 
introduce students to the mid-19th century wet plate 
collodion photographic process - with a contemporary twist. 
Students will create images on glass (ambrotypes) and metal 
(tintypes) using both modern and vintage photographic 
equipment provided. In addition to learning how to prepare 
expose, develop, and varnish plates, students will also be 
shown how to make fine art digital prints from their collodion 
plates. This workshop will be filmed for Georgia Public 
Television, so you may appear on "the other side" of the 
camera during this workshop! 

 
Rather than a thing of the past, Todd Vinson views the wet plate collodion process as a profoundly creative 
method for achieving artful contemporary images from landscapes to portraits.  
 
The wet plate collodion is a complex multi-step process that pre-dates film. It is technique-oriented and 

requires a photographer's inspection throughout each step of process. One of the key challenges is the plate

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must be poured, exposed and developed before the collodion dries. Finishing the plate requires varnishing and 

drying carefully over an open flame. The result is an original negative and unique positive "print" all in one. A 

well-prepared collodion image has archival qualities unrivaled in all of the photographic processes.  Often 

images over 150 years old are found in "mint" condition. Vinson's approach uniquely merges the best of the 

old and new into a singular workshop experience. 

Gordon Ray, Senior Producer for Atlanta Georgia Public Television will film Vinson's workshop at Serenbe.  

Filming will be discrete and will not in any way interfere with student's work - but it's possible you could be 

included in the video while participating in this workshop.  No previous experience is required - some 

understanding of large format cameras helpful but not necessary.
