Fulton County Environmental Health Sponsors Tire Rowipd

Fulton County residents can dispose of old tires at several collection sites without paying a fee during the 2010
Tire Round-Up. Starting Thursday, July 1, 2010 through Saturday, July 31, 2010 from 9:00 am ¢ 5:00 pm,
owners of passenger cars, sports utility vehicles, passenger trucks, and motorcycles can dispose of up to 12
tires per household at roll-off containers strategically located throughout the County.
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The Tire Round-Up project is sponsored by the Environmental Health Services Division of the Fulton County
Health Services through a grant received from the Georgia Environmental Protection Division. Old tires are
breeding grounds for mosquitoes, which are known to carry the West Nile Virus and other nuisances such as
rats and snakes.

The Tire Round-Up project saves residents as much as $3 per tire that is the amount charged to dispose of
used tires at disposal or recycling centers. Commercial tires, farm equipment tires, and tires with rims will not
be accepted under any circumstance.
