Birdbaths - Birds constantly clean their feathers to maximize their flying abilities. Set up your birdbaths away 

from feeders and nesting sites and try to have one bath on a pedestal and another at ground level.

Notice: Changes in Georgia Driver Laws 

Texting 
On July 1, 2010, a new law banning texting while driving went into effect.  This ban on all cell phone use for 

those under 18, and an overall ban on texting, and applies not only to cars, trucks, and SUVs, but also to golf 

carts being operated on the roadways. 

The following is the essence of the law: 

ω It is now illegal for anyone under age 18 who holds a learner's permit or Class D driver's license to talk 
or text on any wireless device while driving. 
-  Exceptions allowed to report a crime/accident or while the vehicle is parked; also does not apply 

to in-vehicle navigation systems. 
-  Penalties include a $150.00 fine and 1 Point on the driving record. 
-  Fine could be doubled if an accident is involved while texting or talking. 

 
ω It is also now illegal for anyone over age 18 or who holds a Class C driver's license to read, write, or 

send a text message while driving. 
-  Exceptions allowed to report a crime/accident or while the vehicle is parked; also does not apply 

to in-vehicle navigation systems. 
-  Penalties include a $150.00 fine and 1 Point on the driving record. 

 
Seatbelt Use 
All drivers must now wear seatbelts when operating pickup trucks.  This revision to the seat belt law removes 

the controversial exemption that adults had when operating pickup trucks only.

strong wooden pole.  A mule in harness was hitched to the pole to furnish power to squeeze the juice out of 

the cane.  Another pole in front of the mule had a rope attached to the bridle of the mule which automatically 

led the mule on a circular course around the grinder.  (Do you remember what would happen if you drank too 

much of the cane juice?  There is no better laxative in the world.)  The juice was collected and poured into a 

large metal pan about 3 to 4 feet wide and 10 feet long.  A fire was built under the pan to cook the juice into 

syrup.  The pan was divided with metal separators some 12 inches apart and openings were alternated at the 

ends of the dividers.  As the juice cooked, it was slowly worked along the sections.  When it reached the final 

separation, it was cooked ς I think it took about an hour to go through the process.  The syrup was bottled for

Plastic bottle bombs ςWARNING ς Help save a life..........

Please be aware of a dangerous new problem that has hit several towns in the Northern US:  don't pick up any 

plastic bottles that may be lying in your yards or in the gutter, etc. with liquid in them  Several people have 

found bombs made from common household materials like empty Coke bottles filled with a common 

household chemical, water, and a small piece of foil, which can explode when disturbed.  Disturbing it by 

moving it can cause an explosion, possibly injuring your hands, face, eyes, etc.  People have found these bombs 

in mailboxes and in their yards, just waiting for someone to pick them up intending to put them in the trash. 

But they never make it to the trash can!!!  It takes about 30 seconds to blow after it's moved.
