by this story.  Drowning is almost always a deceptively quiet event.  The waving, splashing, and yelling that 

dramatic conditioning (television) prepares us to look for, is rarely seen in real life. 

The Instinctive Drowning Response ς so named by Francesco A. Pia, Ph.D., is what people do to avoid actual or 

perceived suffocation in the water.  And it does not look like most people expect.  There is very little splashing, 

no waving, and no yelling or calls for help of any kind.   

To get an idea of just how quiet and undramatic from the surface drowning can be, consider this:  It is the 

number two cause of accidental death in children, age 15 and under (just behind vehicle accidents) ς of the 

approximately 750 children who will drown next year, about 375 of them will do so within 25 yards of a parent 

or other adult.  In ten percent of those drownings, the adult will actually watch them do it, having no idea it is 

happening (source: CDC).  Drowning does not look like drowning ς 5ǊΦ tƛŀΣ ƛƴ ŀƴ ŀǊǘƛŎƭŜ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ /ƻŀǎǘ DǳŀǊŘΩǎ hƴ 

Scene Magazine, described the instinctive drowning response like this: 

1. Except in rare circumstances, drowning people are physiologically unable to call out for help. The 

respiratory system was designed for breathing. Speech is the secondary or overlaid function. Breathing 

must be fulfilled, before speech occurs.

Pressing down on the surface of the water, permits drowning people to 

leverage their bodies so they can lift their mouths out of the water to breathe. 

 

4. Throughout the Instinctive Drowning Response, drowning people cannot voluntarily control their arm 

movements. Physiologically, drowning people who are struggling on the surface of the water cannot stop 

drowning and perform voluntary movements such as waving for help, moving toward a rescuer, or 

reaching out for a piece of rescue equipment.

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Look for these other signs of drowning when 

persons are in the water: 

- Head low in the water, mouth at water 

level 

- Head tilted back with mouth open 

- Eyes glassy and empty, unable to focus 

- Eyes closed 

- Hair over forehead or eyes 

- Not using legs ς Vertical 

- Hyperventilating or gasping 

- Trying to swim in a particular direction 

but not making headway 

- Trying to roll over on the back 

- Ladder climb, rarely out of the water.

GDOT releases information on HB 277

In an effort to educate voters for the 2012 referendum, the Georgia DOT has released several links to explain 

the regional sales tax referendum.  

 

On the August 2012 ballot, Georgians will be asked whether they want to implement a 10-year penny sales tax 

to fund transportation improvements. The state will be divided into 12 regions and then representatives from 

the region will decide what transportation projects will be included in the list for the voters to approve.   

Each region will vote independently, but individual counties can't opt out if the majority of the counties opt in. 

If all 12 regions in Georgia approve the referendum, the tax could bring in $1.5 billion a year - totaling $15 

billion toward improving our roads and other transportation options.

That's the point at which the air we breathe is exchanged 

and enters the bloodstream.  When an Asthma attack occurs, the lining of the airways begin to swell, the main 

underlying cause ƻŦ ŀǎǘƘƳŀΦ ¢ƘŜ ŀƛǊǿŀȅǎ ǎǿŜƭƭ ōŜŎŀǳǎŜ ǎƻƳŜ άǘǊƛƎƎŜǊέ ƛǊǊƛǘŀǘŜǎ ǘƘŜƳΦ ¢Ƙƛǎ ƛǊǊƛǘŀǘƛƻƴ ŎǊŜŀǘŜǎ ǘƘŜ 

(inflammation). The bands of the muscles surrounding the airways begin to twitch, tighten, and squeeze or 

constrict (bronchospasm).  The airways become increasingly clogged with mucus and excess fluid (congestion). 

Inflammation and Constriction together cause the airways to narrow even more.  This is what is referred to as 

an asthma attack.    

One should first complete an asthma questionnaire to see if they might need to have a further evaluation by a 

health professional.  With Effective Asthma Care you can expect to have no symptoms during the day or night 

and to have no need for ER or hospital stays, and to attend work or school with no time off due to your asthma 

symptoms.

a crawling youngster when I became involved.  About the summer

The dairy was located a mile from Fairburn on present day Hwy 92.  

It was a large dairy, with a herd of about 30 cows and a large dairy complex, including customer delivery to 

Atlanta and the south side.  The next summer or two, I more or less helped with dairy chores.  I quickly learned 

you woke up for the first milking at 4 a.m. and after that, you did not have time to realize how sleepy you 

were.  The milking barn had 20 stalls for cows.  I assisted in placing feed in each of the stalls to keep the cows 

happy while being milked which was done by hand at that time, later mechanically.  The cows had to be

The milk house was used to process the milk.  The milk cooler was a large metal cone shaped device filled with 

ice.  A large pan was attached to the top of the cone.  Fresh milk (from the cows) was poured into the pan and 

milk filtered down the outside of the cone, cooling it.  Then it was moved to the cooler to await the bottling 

process.  Milk bottles were placed in a wired case to keep the bottles from touching ς and breaking.  The 

bottles were filled with milk and capped, then placed on the delivery truck. 

Still very early, Uncle Bob and I would start out on the delivery route.  I did quite a bit of running the bottles to 

the house and picking up empty ones.  It was after noon when we returned home.  All the empty bottles we 

picked up were washed and dried for delivery next day.  Buttermilk was the next chore.  The clabbered (or sour 

milk) designated for churning was emptied in a 30 gallon barrel which had spindles attached to each side (one 

spindle was also a crank).  The object was to turn the crank with milk in the barrel until the process turned into 

butter and buttermilk.  Time required was about 30 minutes.  The only catch was that you could not stop ς 

continuous cranking was required.  Then at 4:00 p.m., the milking process began all over again.  Some fun,
